Matt Scow of Block-
buster served as the video retailer�s 
representative in negotiations.

The Haverhill Walgreen�s Plaza 
is in the midst of the redevelopment 
and construction of its expanded 
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33,400 s/f center. Available for lease 
within the new center is 8,280 s/f 
of prime retail space, a 3,305 s/f 
outparcel building along Main St. 
(Rte. 25), and an 800 s/f outparcel 
building.  With 154 parking spaces, 
the redeveloped plaza will have 
double the parking capacity of the 
present center.
